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Cambridgeshire Tennis: Seniors Report for 2025 AGM 
 
 

Seniors are now categorised (frighteningly) by the International Tennis Federation as players 
over 30. If you are a regular player, you are likely to spend most of your life eligible to play in 
seniors events. As many events are split into 5-year age groups, there are many 
opportunities to play seniors tournaments, club matches or to represent Cambridgeshire.  
 
Cambridge has been active in seniors events, both for teams and in national tournaments as 
you will see from the results below. 
 
In the summer County Cup competitions in 2024, Cambridgeshire did not have any national 
finalists but we were ably represented by 13 teams. A women’s 70s team has been entered 
for 2025. We would love to enter a women’s 55s team and a men’s 75s team in future if we 
can identify captains and build a squad.  
 
We would also like to see more club teams compete in the Seniors National League events. 
Entries can be made on-line in January and early February Seniors National League Inter-
Club Competition 
 
Special mention for outstanding seniors club team performance must go to David Lloyd 
Cambridge who won the Seniors National League Men’s 55 age group beating 
Wolverhampton in the final.  
 
As regards individual success, Jodie Tiley, a regular in Cambridgeshire’s open county team, 
won the women’s 30s event at Eastbourne. 
David Mills had an excellent season before suffering an injury. He featured strongly in men’s 
55s singles tournaments (see results below) and, with his partner Nick Boys of Bedfordshire 
won doubles events at Glasgow, Wrexham, Welwyn Garden City and Wimbledon.
